The Greenfields
In 1865 Henrietta speaks of her cousin Walter Greenfield and the context suggests that he lived at Bedford Place.

In 1867 Webb says that 

We have been quiet enough here of late – going nowhere, & having no one, till the Greenfield party came – They go next Saturday – nice girls in some respects – tho’ I have been abusing them – but they are not so good to look at as I wish, for their own sakes - & they have two poor little sisters plainer still. My former pupil was a brother – who I think you have met – Walter - & you have seen the father, whom I am sorry to say died this spring, & left them to a step-mother’s care – on their own – but they do not want for money. He was just such a man as you have often met with – converted I believe – or rather feel sure – from a very worldly state, but not receiving prudence with grace, & making many mistakes uncomfortable to himself & others.

In 1876 Henrietrta writes that she looks forward to seeing him at Cheltenham lodgings. Have just had staying with them a cousin of your friend Mr. Crawshay. She says he had his money from the ironworks and I conclude he is a nephew of the wonderfully rich Mr. Crawshay whose cousin married my cousin Mrs.Greenfield and her father was the Iron Sir Joseph Bailey made a baronet by the Tory government and the former owner of Gloucester Park – All that family roll in riches.
